
AQGCC Board Meeting Minutes 

January 12, 2008 
 
The meeting was called to order at 1:15 pm by Gay Ann Harvey.    
 
Meeting Minutes were approved as corrected. Corrections include : 
Publicity : “closer to date flyers about Teacher Symposiums; SQGCC SCCQG website” 
And January meeting time at the end was corrected from 10 am to 1 pm’ 
 
Old Business:

Seven Sisters pins and their costs are still being researched.  
 
New Business: 
 
Treasurer’s Report:  Donna Feagin – Our current balance is $4,155.52. A deposit of the $72.00 
was made, and 2 checks were issued, one for $100.00, a vendor deposit refund, and the other 
for $269.38 to Ardith Davis for the new Seven Sisters Quilt Show banner. Jan Osterman 
presented a bill for $228.50 for printing of the brochure. Rene Jennings moved for ratification, 
and Priscilla Burris seconded. All items were ratified. 
 
Bear Valley Quilt Guild will have its taxes done shortly. The Steering Committee previously 
approved for the payment of the BVQG’s taxes, in return for the use of BVQG’s non-profit 
status. The cost is expected to be about $150. 
 
The possibility of member guilds paying dues to AQGCC, was briefly discussed. It was agreed 
to wait until after the Seven Sisters Quilt Show before making discussing this issue again. 
 
AQGCC Programs – Rene Jennings – The Guild Programs meeting was held today, January 
12th, 2008@ 10 am at Rene’s.  Planning for AQGCC Speaker in October 2008; the group 
decided upon Mary Ellen Hopkins, with Sharon Craig and Joe Cunningham as second and third 
choices. October 11th, and 25th, the dates prior to and directly after the Pacific International Quilt 
Show, and a venue in SLO, are being investigated.  
 
The Programs group is planning a Meet the Teachers type event for local teachers that are guild 
members from our local guilds. The group would like all guild Programs representatives to take 
the idea back to their guilds and discuss the planning and timing of such an event.  
The next Programs meeting will be March 15th and will be held again at Rene Jennings home at 
10 a.m.

If 
anyone is going to Road and has not signed up, please stop by and spell Rene.   
 
Seven Sisters Quilt Show: 
Vendors – Gerry McGuire – Acceptance letters sent out and due January 15th and second half 
are due February 15th. Signed contracts are coming in slowly. 
Next correspondence to vendors will include application for Advertisement and Sponsorship.  
Programs and Vendors groups need to meet and discuss the map of the show. 
Questions answered: Tent has walls, and top, no floor, and will be situated on asphalt and so far 
no carpet is available. 
34-35 vendors confirmed at this time, and 2 are in tent. 
Skipped Publicity accidentally and momentarily.

Programs made January 31st the deadline for submissions for Program, but Advertisements 
may need to be gathered after that.
