The Pin Peddlers ( http://www.pinpeddlers.com/quiltpins/ ) stocks the Seven Sisters Quilt Pin, Jane Leaphart
wanted to know if the Board is interested in pursuing this. The cost of the pin is approximately $2.50 and it
could probably be sold for $5.00 at the show. She will research several follow up questions and get back to
AQGCC at the next meeting.

New Business

AQGCC Secretary and Show Co-Chair Changes: Lisa Boatman was thanked for her service as the Secretary; as
she needs to step down from this position. A request was made for a new Secretary, for this meeting Priscilla
Burrus agreed to take the minutes. During the meeting Jane Leaphart volunteered to take this position; the
action was moved, seconded and passed. The Show Co-Chair position was not filled.

Second Vice President: Chris Mastin was thanked for her service as she stepped down from her position as
Second Vice President from Bear Valley. Cheryl Zelus, Bear Valley, volunteered and the action was moved,

seconded and passed.

Tread dzNB NaR:8DonwaSdagin reported payment of $1474.00 for a deposit to Taylor Rental; the total bill will
be $4,525.00 and for the Trolley.

Madonna Inn: Still trying to get into the Inn on Thursday. Luke of Taylor Rental will try to help.
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Communications: Cheryl Zelus presented the AQGCC flyer with the participating guilds on it ¢ it looks very nice.

Jan Ostermann obtained pricing from a printer in Cambria: Heavy text paper, beige, black printing on both sides.

Printing 500 will cost $25 per guild. We will check on pricing from the Achievement House.

Opportunity Quilt: Good experience at Pacific International. Thanks to all those who came and help sell tickets.

We made $300.00. Many of the quilt show flyers were passed out at the show. The White Glove service worked

just fine. We are taking it to the Road to California next, Saturday only. We hope to go to all guilds. We need

someone to be in charge of the quilt, as Lisa Boatman was in charge of this. We need to create a poster that

better explains what the quilt is all about.

PIQF: Bus sharing was good.

Security: Costs came to more than budgeted and we have to pay a 50% deposit now, $2,265.00.

Vendors: Many more people want to come, two have dropped out. We have approximately 34 vendors.

Publicity: Posters are done. Distribution to guilds will be: 11x17 color ¢ 20; 8x10 color ¢ 10; and 11x17 glossy

color ¢ 5.

Design and Layout: Next meeting in February. Need room for lecture and demo space. Does anyone have pop-

up shades we can borrow? Ask around, please.

Acquisitions/Bios: Sue Barker is Chair and report: Each guild will get their own receipt book and has color

coding for quilt tags. Bios will be collected for the quilt displays.

Advertizing/Sponsorship: - 5 applications to each guild.

Programs: Jane Leaphart is Chair and they will meet soon, anxious to get started.
