Paid for Quilters’ Newsletter (hardcopy and on-line); Westways and 

local newspaper – working on 4 stories; Jan – envelopes to stores with bookmarks; flyers to guilds; local 

hotels, too; closer to date flyers about Teacher Symposiums; SCQGCC website; lots of ideas.  Is there a 

Northern CA website?  Hopefully, most guilds will be handed out @ So Cal meeting.   

Advertising/Sponsorship – Rene Jennings; Get Ads; Keep Rene informed; 10 ads per guild would be great.   

Design/Layout – Virginia Kennedy – Linda Pauli may have completed her move out of the area, anyone
