$100 check paid to Quilter’s Path for advertising for the show. 

 

Programs – Rene Jennings not present.  Donna Feagin announced that several guilds are 

working on getting a speaker to do 3 meetings and workshops with three guilds splitting 

the cost.  Planned for September 2008.  The next AQGCC  programs meeting will be at 

Rene’s house on October 6
th

SCCQG – the next meeting will be covering fundraising.  Anyone interested in attending 

should contact Gay Ann Harvey if they want to carpool.

We still need 

volunteers for PIQF white glove and to sit at the table.  Volunteers should contact Lisa 

Boatman.  Gay will talk to Rene about getting the quilt registered for the show.

Ardith reported that a 15 x 4 foot banner from Goofy Graphics would run $250, 

with peel off lettering.  She was given approval to go forward with a banner.  They have 

also gotten listings in the AT&T phone book community pages and the Quilter’s Path.   

Gay Harvey announced that the people that had volunteered to do the poster had both 

backed out.  The Publicity committee will pursue other sources for a poster design.
